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RTA REMINDS RIDERS TO BE PREPARED

The latest advisory from The National Weather Center predicts that by Thursday morning Tropical Storm Alex will make landfall south of Corpus Christi, but is expected to produce large amounts of rainfall and wind gusts up to 50MPH within Corpus Christi and surrounding areas.

Jorge Cruz-Aedo, Acting-Interim CEO stated that, “Although the direct path has yet to be determined, the RTA is prepared and ready to take appropriate actions in supporting the City and surrounding areas with any necessary transportation services; as the safety of our transit dependant riders is our main concern in these situations.”  As conditions progress, some service routes may be re-routed, temporarily delayed or canceled due to heavy rain, flooding and wind gusts for the safety of all passengers and operators.  If a mandatory evacuation is called by Nueces County, RTA vehicles will continue to assist in the evacuation efforts.
Due to the large swells and storm surge expected from Tropical Storm Alex, RTA will suspend services in Port Aransas and North Padre Island tomorrow (6/30/10), and probable service interruption on North Beach depending on floodwaters. RTA advises current riders to be prepared for interruption of normal services on Thursday throughout areas of Nueces County and San Patricio County based on weather conditions. As the weather conditions develop, riders should stay tuned to their local news stations for further developments.
